10 The indwelling of the Holy Spirit in all thosieus regenerated, producing in them
an increasing likeness to Christ in character atdhbiour, and empowering them for
their witness in the world.

Confession of Faith and formulate a Church Cortsbitu

With the advice and counsel of two Cardiff busimess and Dr. Geraint
Gruffydd we signed a contract for the purchase abeugh the money
was not in hand. We wrote to former student memlboérthe Christian

Union, giving them the opportunity and privilege adntributing to the

fund to purchase the building. The funds came tadhhy the time

completion took place and the money was transferiidds was not

without some anxiety, and even more earnest prajype Lord was

gracious to us, and we felt encouraged to proceed.
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Having bought the building we immediately begarmtid services, but
both the inside and outside were in need of cornside repair and

renovation. The first summer we worked on the raofl painted the
outside — a mammoth task, but an army of studeszl{sed, and those were
very wonderful times of fellowship. In due courdee tinside was also
tackled and decorated.

In terms of the church body, namely the peoplesaew steady numbers;
the support of the CU President (Gerry Griffithdldowed by Peter

Bradley) played a major part in directing studetdsthe church. We

wanted to present the church as a preaching canttea place where the
Gospel was heralded strongly. We invited Dr. Maityomyd-Jones and the
Rev.Vernon Higham to visit and to hold a seriepadaching meetings
which they did for three consecutive years. Thid tie effect of bringing

chapel and religious people who knew of them todearch and it was a
wonderful encouragement to the church leaders ¢otlse considerable
numbers attending.

My own recollection is the wonderful commitmentafew local people,

such as Mrs Lloyd, Mrs Hayden and Mrs Williams (#hose home the
Bible study house group had been held and whichckeaded by the time
we came to Bangor).

We felt that we
were very much a team; but when | was approach&@7d to become the
full-time Pastor/Elder | felt completely unsuitedr fthat role, and in due
course took up an offer to study law in Cardiff.

The five years in Bangor had been an exciting aadderful time, making
long-lasting friendships and setting some foundasitones for the future.

But they were hard days too. The membership wad, funemployment
was high and there was little commitment to therchuWe were often
under spiritual attack. And the building was a hamte. Slowly, the
church began to grow spiritually as well as nunadlyc New Welsh

churches were established in Llangefni and alsagBarthe latter in 1985.
We encouraged the forming of a joint pastorate John Glyn in

Waunfawr and Talsarnau. The Rev loan Davies fromer@arfon also
joined us to major on house-to-house visitatiothe surrounding villages
and then Miss Linda Baynham was sent to Brazil |(Biarclay) to

catalogue the many Christian books in Sao Paulo arehte an
Evangelical Library. Her work was blessed. Thererevenany other
encouragements and discouragements.

Then in August 1984, in the Annual EMW ConferencéAberystwyth, |

received a powerful call from the Lord to head bp hew Theological
College (WEST) in South Wales. It was irresistiblg unwelcome as we
were settled in Bangor; | was looking forward tonew phase in the
church’s development. For many, many months, | sa®nah and only
my wife knew the struggles | had. The childrewadl as ourselves found
the prospect daunting. By late 1984, it was cleahduld move. Folk
congratulated me. But | saw it differently; | urgedem instead to
commiserate with me as it is a greater privilegpdstor the Lord’s people
than to be a College Principal. To be torn awayirmgam believers and
the work, was painful. And it was not easy forsesiling in South Wales.

“How Good is the God we Adore!”
1986 to 1995

While living in my home village of Pontarddulaigar Swansea, the Lord
drew me to Himself in the late 1930’s. During th#ficult war years that

followed | experienced His peace and joy to a mérkegree. But my
experience of His kindness preceded my understgrafithe doctrines of
grace by a number of years.

In 1961 | came to teach Religious Education at wes then Colwyn Bay
Grammar School. Soon | made contact with the GanstUnion at the
University in Bangor and came over many times teagpto them.
Eventually this led to my meeting the students whtablished Ebenezer.
One of them, Dewi Arwel Hughes and his wife Maggiame to live in
Colwyn Bay for a year and Idwen and | continueccamtact with them
after their return to the Bangor area. Consequemiywere well aware of
developments in Ebenezer and | preached therenomaer of occasions.

This pattern continued during Dr Eryl Davies’ mirnysand afterwards.
While preaching in Ebenezer in November 1985 amainagq February
1986 | became aware that the Lord was drawing mlenezer’ and so |
was not surprised when | was invited to becom@dstor. Both Idwen and
| were given a deep sense of peace about this.

My ministry began on Sunday Jun& 1986 and continued until Sunday
September '® 1995. When | came to Ebenezer, it was, age-wisie @
young congregation as is evidenced by the fact weatconducted eight
Thanksgiving Services for the birth of childrenveén 1986 and 1991.
There were six weddings during that period andumefals until 1991. We
were encouraged also by a number of conversiongadtat that time that
we produced a more readable version of the Westamni@onfession of
Faith, with amendments, as the Church’s officialnféssion, and also
drew up a Church Constitution.

Among events that stand out in my memory was oureriw First

Anniversary as a church on Octobef"2thd 25" 1990 when Rev Vernon
Higham of Cardiff preached — the first night on tear of God, the Face
of God and the Favour of God from Revelation 6 v 47d the second
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night on the Power of God, the Presence of GodthedPeace of God
from Romans 1 v 17.

Other memorable events include two Services of d8igs— one in 1990
on the marriage of a couple from Hong Kong, attenblg many of their
Chinese friends from Liverpool as well as theira®ment in Bangor. The
other, in 1993 was of a couple from Ghana atterimed large number of
Africans. At that time we would have as many asAfcans attending
our Sunday morning service, 3 of whom asked foro8ste Membership.

Several British students also became members hadeware regular
attendees at the weekly Prayer Meeting. Consequardlose relationship
was forged with the local members and there wassewse of any
generation gap.

At one stage the Charismatic issue caused quiteldgm in the Christian
Union so that it split for a time and our studewsre in great need of
support. | therefore preached through 1 Corinthfand year, suspending
the series during the University vacations.

During the last two years, 1993-1995, the Rev ARpencer, with
financial help from other AECW churches in North M& came to help
with the ministry.

Outreaches varied from annual city-wide distribataf ‘Faith for Today’
booklets of testimonies by church members in cartjon with a week of
preaching meetings, to monthly Bible Studies atwRds and monthly
open-air meeting in the city centre. Oppositionoar testimony as a
church was not unknown. One such occasion was wber@one pinned to
the church door ‘Ninety Five Theses against Ebanerel windows were
smashed on several other occasions. But under li&oddrk went on and
for this Idwen and | rejoice greatly.

It was in April 1996 that Kyung-Ju and | made owmstfvisit to Ebenezer.
Following that visit we were invited to spend thenths of July and
August working with the church, which we did an@nbughly enjoyed.
Unknown to us, we would return the following Spritagmake Bangor our
place of residence and Ebenezer our spiritual home.

In the mid-eighties the church had moved from @geallto the present
building which had originally been the schoolroomSi Pauls Church
(demolished in the 1950’'s). It was an ideal buildin many ways but
having only the main church hall meant that theirshaere continually
being stacked away for Bible Club, GOAL and felltwgs lunches. In
1998 a decision was made to build an annexe anmdr&eat porch which
has proved to be invaluable.

As mentioned in a previous article, a considerahlenber of Ebenezer
people lived outside of Bangor in the early dayshef church and this has
continued to be the case. To help those travedlidgtance, the fortnightly
Fellowship Groups were introduced, with one grouptlte mainland and

another on the island. These have consisted ofeprayd Bible study in

someone’s home and have proved to be a helpful snefapeople getting

to know one another.

The number of students attending Ebenezer is psrhapwhat it was in
the early days but their presence has continuedbdéo a great
encouragement to the church. As a church, we cengia great privilege
to have an input into the lives of these young peoguring those
formative years of their experience and as alraadptioned, many have
gone on to make an enormous contribution withinrticurches and
within society. This has not only been true of Bhtstudents attending
Ebenezer, but also of International students. \Withe congregation on a
Sunday morning there have been numerous naticgsah#ipresented, from
Chile to China, some of whom have come to fait@esus Christ during
their time with us. An invaluable means of makingnt@act with such
people has been the annual International Studignasgrwell as occasional
International evenings. It was for the purpose efpimg such people
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understand God’'s Word in a foreign language thdileBistudies for
Chinese students and International Ladies Biblalistu have been a
regular feature of the church’s timetable ovenytaars.

Although having the world on our doorstep, Ebendms always had a
concern for the spread of the Gospel overseas. eeryears several
missionaries and missionary societies have beenpostga, both

financially and prayerfully, including Carys Joyneho is currently in

Cyprus working with international students (IFEBut although most of
our mission interests have focused on British rarsaiies serving in other
countries, there have been some exceptions. Frod2 20 2005 we

supported Konlan Kpeebi from Ghana in his workrahslating the New
Testament into the Koma language and in 2007 wabksiied a link with

a church in Memaliaj, Albania.

In addition to regular evangelistic activities sua$ the children’s work
and the open air outreach on the High Street, lech has sought to try
and reach the people of Bangor with the Gospel vaiety of ways.

These have included carol services, leaflet distidim, Bible Exhibitions,

pancake suppers, apologetic type lectures with Blanchard and more
recently, Christianity Explored. Although none btks$e have resulted in
‘mass conversions’, we thank God for everyone was ¢ome to faith in
Christ, whether by these means or through the aeguigoing work and
witness of Ebenezer. It has been a great encousgemnver the years to
see people testify to their faith in Jesus Christbleing baptised. It has
been a great encouragement to see young and oldnwite church

working together, serving the Lord in whatever wHysy can.
